- Dry at room temperature. The maximum heat limit is 50°C /122°F except for normal drying.
- Please manufacture instruction manual in regard of paint, coating material, tools and other materials.

@ Replace the air filter element at regular intervals:
(Recommended) Replace every 3,000~5,000km/2,000-3,200miles or every 3~6 months.
Replacement air filter elements are sold separately.

2 Do not wash the air filter elements as the filtration properties will be degraded.
- There are certain conditions where, depending on dirt buildup, the filter may need to be cleaned/replaced earlier

than the above recommended intervals.

2 If the vehicle and the product are not maintained properly as mentioned above, the product may not perform properly
and the airflow meter sensor may not be able to detect the intake air volume accurately; it can lead to engine damage

or faulty conditions.

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INSTALLATION PROCEDURE
1. REMOVAL OF FACTORY PARTS

(1) Disconnect the negative terminal of the vehicle’s battery.

(2) For vehicles equipped with strut cross braces, remove the

strut cross brace. (Dia. 1)

(3) Disconnect the connecter from the airflow meter sensor.

(Dia. 1)

(4) Loosen the hose clamp to remove the air cleaner upper

case. (Dia. 1)

(5) Remove the air element and the air cleaner lower case.

(Dia. 2)

(6) Remove the blow-by hose joint to remove the suction

hose. (Dia. 3)

2. INSTALLING THE KIT

(1) Install the factory O-ring and the factory clip to the adapter. (Dia. 5)
Each of them has the correct orientation, so check them before installing.

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(2) Assemble the adapter and the suction hose and secure
with hose clamp #44. (Dia. 6, 10)

ADVICE:
Assembling in the direction shown in diagram 6 will make in-
stallation on the vehicle easier.

(3) Install the hose fitting to the suction hose with hose clamp
(small). (Dia. 7, 10)

(4) Install the plug to the suction hose with hose clamp (small).
(Dia. 7, 10)

ADVICE:
Make sure to insert the hose fitting and the plug all the way to
the step.

(5) Install the factory airflow meter sensor to the suction pipe.
Tighten with the supplied M4 screws. Do not over-tighten.
Tightening torque: 2.0~3.0 N-m (0.2~0.3 kgf-m).

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(8) Position the air cleaner to the vehicle avoiding unneces-
sary contact with other parts of the vehicle. Once the po-
sition is determined, secure the air cleaner to the vehicle
using the supplied hose clamps and bolts.

Do not over-tighten the clamps and bolts. (Dia.12)

ADVICE:

Use of proper tools can help avoid over-tightening of hose
clamps. (Screw drivers are recommended. Do not use boxed
wrenches since they tend to use more force.) If over-tight-
ened, the air cleaner may bend or become damaged.
(Tightening torque: 2.0~3.0 N-m {0.2~0.3 kgf-m})

(9) Install the heat insulator bracket No.1 and the heat insula-
tor bracket No.2 to the heat insulator. (Dia. 13)

(10) Install the heat insulator No.1 to the vehicle. (Dia. 14)

(15) Reconnect the negative terminal to the vehicle’s battery.

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CONFIRMATION AFTER INSTALLATION

Check the following after the installation process is complete.

(1) Check the following before starting the engine:
e Make sure all pipes and hoses are routed and connected correctly.
o Make sure all hose clamps are tightened.
e Make sure the negative cable terminal is securely attached to the battery.
e Make sure all bolts and nuts are tightened.
e Make sure all installed components do not come in contact with other parts.

(2) Start the engine and check the following:
e Make sure air is not leaking.
e Make sure the RPM rises smoothly after revving the engine 2-3 times while in neutral.
e Make sure the installed parts are not hitting each other.
e Make sure there are no issues idling.
e Make sure there are no loose parts after the engine is stopped.
