
 

FMINT32 Fitting Instructions

 
 

Please thoroughly read through and familiarise yourself with these instructions in their entirety prior to 

beginning any part of the installation process of any component. Please also ensure the vehicle and 

engine has cooled down sufficiently to avoid risking possible skin burns or other injury.  

 

TOOLS NEEDED: 
Flat blade screwdriver or trim removal tool 

Pozi drive screwdriver 

7, 10, 17mm & M10 spline Ratchet and Drive with extension 

T25 & T30 Torx drive  

3 & 5mm Allen key 

Pliers/Hose clamp removal tool 

Axle Stands & car jack/car ramp 

 



1. Raise the vehicle on a ramp or axle stands to allow access to the underside of the front of the car.  

 

2. Using a T25 Torx and drive remove the x2 M5 fasteners from the top of the front grill. Give the grill a sharp 
tug towards you to release it from the bumper. 
 

 

                      
      

3.  Using a T25 Torx and drive remove the x2 M5 fasteners that hold on the airbox duct and use a hose clamp 

removal tool to loosen the inlet hose from the air box. 

 

       
 

 

                   

 

 



4. Unclip the coolant hose from the front of the airbox lid.  Disconnect the vacuum hose attached to the front 

left of the airbox.  

 

        
 

 

 

         

 

 

5. The airbox is located by rubber grommets on three pins. Rock the airbox left to right while pulling in an 
upwards motion to remove it. You can now remove the front air ducting highlighted with the yellow arrow. 

 

                   
 

 

 

 

 

 

 



6. Using a T25 Torx and drive remove the x2 M5 fasteners on the top edge of the bumper cover.   
 

                     
 

7. Using a T25 Torx and drive remove the x4 M5 fastener on both sides of the wheel arch liners. 
 

                     
 
 
 

 



8. Peel back the top of the arch liner to reveal the M5 fastener on each side and use a T25 Torx and drive to 
remove them. Now using a 10mm socket and rachet remove the plastic nuts attaching the plastic

10. Using a T25 torx and drive remove the x8 M5 fasteners attaching the undertray to the vehicle. 

 
 

      
 

      



 
 
 
 
 

11. Pull sharply on the sides of the bumper to release them from the vehicle. You will now be able to release the 
bumper from the vehicle but not fully, but enough to allow access to unplug the fog lights and parking 
sensor connector. Also find a suitable container to catch the washer fluid as the light washers also need to 
be disconnected. 

 

 
 

   
 

                            
 



 

Once all plugs are disconnected you can now remove the bumper completely. 
 
 
 
 

12. Using a T30 Torx and drive remove the X3 M6 fasteners attaching the headlight bracket and head lights on 
both sides of the vehicle. And disconnect the screen wash filler. 
 

                     

 
 

 

13. On the driver’s side panel the bonnet catch housing is held on the underside. This must be disconnected, 

open the case and disconnect the cable .THIS MUST BE RECONNECTED ON REASSEMBLY OR YOUR BONNET

15. Disconnect the headlight wiring loom and on both headlights from the vehicle. 
 

      
 
      
 

16. Using your T30 Torx drive remove these three fasteners and take off the plastic cowl. You will now be able to 
remove the headlights at this point too. 

 

                     
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 
 

17. Using a muiltispline 12 socket remove the horn brackets and disconnect the loom on either side of the

18. Disconnect the loom for the bonnet switch and for the crash sensor. 
 
      

  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 
 

19. Disconnect the loom that’s held in place on the lower passenger side of the radiator cowl.  
 

       
 
 

20. Disconnect the loom from the temperature sensor clipped to the lower of the crash bar. If your vehicle is 
equipped with ACC disconnect this also, but be careful ton to bend the bracket attaching it to the crash bar. 

 

       
 
 
 
 
 

21. Now support the radiator cowling from under the vehicle. We used a jack – the crash bar and radiator are 
fairly heavy so to avoid injury or damage to your vehicle we would strongly recommend a helping hand from 
here onwards . 
 
 
   



 

22. Pull the red locking tab back and disconnect the plug found on the radiator cowling. 
 

      
 

23. Using aT30 Torx and drive remove X4 M6 fasteners (X2 per side) that attach the crash bar to the radiator 
pack.  
 

                                  



 

24. Using a 17mm socket and ratchet remove X8 M10 fasteners (X4 per side) that attach the crash bar to the 
vehicle. 
 

      
 
 

25. Using a 10mm socket and ratchet remove the X2 M6 nuts that hold the slam panel to the crash bar . 
 

      
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 

26. Using a flat blade screwdriver unclip the rubber ducting to the radiator pack on both sides. 
 

                                      
 
 

27. Push in the locking tabs securing the air conditioning condenser, lift the unit upwards to release it from the 
radiator pack. 
 

                     
 

      



28. The radiator and intercooler are attached to the radiator pack frame with two plastic sprung clips (one per 
side), using pliers break the anchoring points off to free the radiator and intercooler. 
 

   
 
 
 
 
 
 

29. Using a flat blade screwdriver or trim tool, push both retaining clips down to separate the radiator from the 
intercooler. Once parted lift the radiator upwards from the intercooler to completely remove the radiator 
from the intercooler.  

      

      
 



      
 
 
 
 

30. The OE intercooler will now lift out of the vehicle. 
 
 

31. Place the new black plastic brackets on your intercooler to replace the old brackets. Two screws with 
washers are provided to hold these in position. (The rubber insert can be removed to change the 
orientation if needed) 

 

                     
 
 
 
 
 

32. Line up the locating pegs of the Forge Motorsport intercooler with the rubber mounting points of the 
radiator pack frame and push it into place. 



 

      
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

33. Take the X2 machined clamps and using a 5mm Allen key loosely attach X2 M6 fasteners to the intercooler. 
 

      
 
 
 
 



34. Fit the radiator to the intercooler, make sure the lower locating pegs of the radiator are seated inside the 
clamps, push the upper retaining clips into position to secure the radiator.  Using a 6mm Allen tighten the 
clamp. 
 

      
 
 
 

      
 
 
 
 
 
 

35. Tilt the complete radiator pack slightly away for you and fit the air conditioning condenser to the intercooler 
mounting hooks. Using a 3mm Allen key secure the condenser with the supplied M5 fastener to the 
threaded hole located above the top right bracket. 



 

      
 
 
 

 

36. Using a Pozi drive screwdriver secure the intercooler into the radiator pack frame. There is a hole in the 
centre where the old bracket located. Using the two screws provided, screw these into the new brackets on 
your intercooler and tighten both sides. 
 

      
 
 

37. Using a 7mm socket and ratchet secure the X2 Forge silicone boost hoses with the hose clamps supplied in 
the kit. 
 



      
 
 

38. Follow steps 1-26 in reverse order to complete your installation of FMINT32. Once back together take your 
vehicle for a test drive and enjoy your new Forge Motorsport product.
