As you remove your blanket from the box, ensure that it is kept clean of
lubricants and oils as these can sometimes damage the insulating material. If the
blanket does come in to contact with these, simply wipe away with a clean
cloth.

To ensure longevity of this product, make sure the internal and external
maximum temperatures of the blanket are not exceeded. These can be found
on our website or by contacting us directly.
