1. Raise vehicle evenly and safely support.

2. Un-bolt and remove original control arms.
(including OE eccentric bolts/washers)

Refer image #1 - refer OE arm for appropriate 
install length by using existing bolts.

3. Bolt up Adj. Control arm - start with the 
inner point. The inner point will require new 
supplied M14 bolt/nut and new supplied 
Lock-Out plates.

(Lock-Out plates will replace OE eccentrics)

4. Bolt up outer point with OE bolt and new
supplied M14 nut.

Do not tighten until vehicle is at ride height.
