NOTE: Most late model vehicles are equipped with a Torque Based Electronic Throttle Control (ETC). Settings 6-9 may trigger
a CEL DTC P2138 - Throttle/Pedal Position Sensor/Switch 'D'/'E' Voltage Correlation code due to the X-Pedal creating a higher
Accelerator Pedal Position (APP) Vs. (APP2) value when using settings 6-9. When a CEL DTC P2138 is triggered, the
accelerator pedal may be completely disabled making the vehicle inoperable, causing an extremely dangerous situation

If a Check engine light is triggered, the vehicle will go into Limp Mode (Reduced Power Mode). You will have to put the vehicle

into park or neutral and cycle the ignition completely off before trying to restart the vehicle. You will also have to reset the CEL
DTC code from the vehicle with an OBD |l scanner to get the vehicle out of Limp Mode (Reduced Power Mode).
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Most vehicles manufactured today are equipped with a "Drive-by-wire" electronic accelerator pedal. Depending on the
manufacture and the vehicle, the response time is pre-programmed into the ECM and can not be changed by the end

user. The Injen X-Pedal modifies the signal between the O.E. electronic accelerator pedal and the electronic throttle body
and increases or decreases the throttle response to user definable settings. By increasing the SportMode setting (SPORT),

you can increase the engines response time making the low to mid RPM range come in sooner. This will make the vehicle
feel faster with less throttle input. When increasing the Economy Mode (ECO) a delay is created in the throttle response
time to achieve better fuel economy or less aggressive throttle response on vehicles pre-programmed with very
aggressive throttle response.

X-Pedal Features:

* 9 Level Sport Mode (Sport) - Each level increases throttle response by 4-6%. The driver can choose the power

level that suites their driving style.
(LEVELS 7-9 RECOMMENDED FOR TRACK USE ONLY)

» Drag Race Launch Contorl Mode -Dramatically increases throttle response by removing any delay from the
electric throttle accelerator pedal to the ECM, therefore lowering your reaction times.
(TRACK USE ONLY)

= 7 Level Economy Mode (Eco0) - Suitable for city driving, can effectively lower the fuel consumption.

® Disconnect the negative terminal of the battery before installation to prevent any short circuits or damage to any electrical
devices. Wait 10 minutes before you attempt to perform the installation so the CAN BUS system de-energizes.

® You must perform the initial setup after the first installation. You will need to sync the X-Pedal to the ECM or a check engine
light may trigger.

® Make sure the engine is off and gear is in Park (P) or Neutral (N) position while running the initial setup.

® DO NOT attempt to make adjustments while driving. Any adjustments should be done while the vehicle is stationary and the
vehicle in the Park (P) or Neutral (N) position.

® Professional knowledge of a vehicles electrical system is required. For any technical questions, please contact an Injen
